That the SCANA ASC appoint a committee of 5 non serving members to audit and account for all 
inventory, properties, debts, and monies in the possession of SCASO up to and at the point of transition in 
to BRASS ownership.  That none of these members have served on either the BRASS Board or the SCASO 
Board.  That all inventory and property in the possession of SCASO at that time be immediately purchased 
by BRASS or relinquished the SCASO ASC for liquidation to the groups through sales.  That any debt 
incurred by BRASS under the SCASO line of credit be paid in full within 30 days of this action, and that 
the SCASO line of credit with WSO Inc. be closed out, and any remaining monies will be placed in the 
general fund of the ASC.  Said purchases will be paid for at the time of purchase, not credit will be 
established to any outside enterprises as this will be a liquidation of assets owned by the SCASO Non-profit 
which is directly responsible to and supported by Narcotics Anonymous. 
 
Intent:  To maintain the integrity of Narcotics Anonymous through compliance to Tradition 6 which clearly 
states that NA groups ought never endorse, finance, or lend the NA name to any related facility or outside 
enterprise.  To maintain the integrity of SCASO and the SCANA ASC through compliance with Concept 5 
which states that single point of accountability should be clearly defined.  Through compliance with 
Concept 8 which states our structure depends on the integrity and effectiveness of our communications, by 
selecting non serving members we avoid any further perceived or real conflicts of interest.
